I need to cleanse my soul, these thoughts will make me
lose control

here, no matter what happens

Trust me, I'm here for you with good intentions
Trust in me, despite some times when I don't trust 
Myself, in myself, in my head, in my own confusion
My confusion gets the best of me, my illusions set me
free

Free to dream about what I really need to set me
Free, is it you, is it me, what can I do to set you
Free, to be real, to be with me when I need you
Are you listening, are you listening to me
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Forgive me when I lose control (sometimes I forget
myself)
Forgive me for the thoughts I have (sometimes I think
just like you)
Maybe I can't trust myself (I know that I can trust in you)
But I can't keep it to myself (I feel just like you)
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
